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Moreover, a highly innovative, online, digital Environmental Impact Measurement Tool
providing an evaluation method and tool that evaluates the carbon footprint of a VET centre,
based on the criteria set out in the Environmental Charter and an e-Course for VET
practitioners to learn how to facilitate a green approach and the implications, benefits, and

potential application areas in the VET sector are now finetuned and ready to be used.
